DAY 1 Orlando to Havana, Cuba: Depart the USA on your flight to Havana, Cuba. Upon arrival, you will be met at the
airport by a local representative of Mayflower, assisted with arrival procedures, then transferred to the hotel.

This evening,
dinner is included at a paladar. Meals: B, L, D DAY 4 Havana: More sites in this historic city are seen today, starting with Morro
Castle, a spectacular, strategically built monument with an amazing history. Your local guide will teach you about the
architecture, design, and its importance in protecting the city from pirates.
